The 
research process to make this work, the early controversy it caused before it opened and now the attention, 
discussion, audience reaction and critical acclaim travelling with the work has been a great surprise and an 
exciting theatre experience for the artists involved. The play has featured in 2 National homeless weeks - 
Adelaide and Perth in collaborations with theatre companies.
