
Both Adams and Tangey come from families where both parents were teachers, giving them an inside view of 
education even before they wore school shoes.  Adams has continued in the family tradition and teaches on the 
Mornington Peninsula, as well as working as a stand-up at education conferences around Australia.  She was 
Winner of the 2005 Melbourne International Comedy Festival’s Best Newcomer Award.  

Tangey began her comedy career in 2001, when she was the Victorian finalist in Triple Js Raw Comedy 
Competition.  She writes young adult fiction, including the just published “Clara in Washington”, and works 
at Melbourne Museum so she can visit Phar Lap at lunchtime.

 “Chalk and Talk” is the first collaboration between the two comics, and it almost certainly will not be the 
last.  Adams and Tangey spark off each other in a finely crafted performance that is a highly satisfying 
experience.
