It’s a 
small solution to a big problem”. 

Fringe Furniture is part of the Festival’s Made by Melbourne Fringe program, a series of free cultural 
events curated by Melbourne Fringe to complement its world-famous open access program.   

This year, the work of over 45 designers will be exhibited at Fringe Furniture, with the works of 
emerging artists presented alongside established practitioners.  Past exhibitors include Rivet’s David 
Bourke, Marc Pascal, Chris Connel, Daniel Barbera, Yellow Diva, Jason Lamont and Malte Wagenfield.
