
Over two completely different nights, more than thirty brand new, short works will be performed live on stage as 
part of the 12th annual Snatches.

Each year RMIT Link Arts & Culture Artistic Director Lynne Ellis sets herself a challenging task. She puts out a 
call for budding writers RMIT-wide to submit short pieces to be performed live on stage. She then puts out a call 
for actors. There are no auditions, anyone who wants to can get involved. 

Once the cast and crew are assembled, there are just four short weeks to pull together, rehearse and stage 
Snatches. 

Lynne works the different pieces together, sometimes using a theme or costumes to link them. It’s a non-
competitive style of theatre, allowing writers the chance to see their works performed live on stage for the first 
time. 

This year's Snatches looks set to be the best ever!
