Ulrike Meinhof - of the Baader-Meinhof Group - led an armed resistance against her own country. Outraged by 
the atrocities being committed in Vietnam at the time, and the mass national indifference to it, they decided to 
bring the war home. She is now remembered as one of history’s most iconic terrorists.

Renowned actress Nadia Townsend (City Homicide, Knowing) returns to the theatre with this powerful and 
controversial one woman performance piece based on the life and times of Ulrike Meinhof.

Nadia follows in her journalist father Simon Townsend’s footsteps. As one of Australia’s most vocal and 
publicised Anti-Vietnam War protesters, Simon was famously jailed in 1968 for refusing the national draft. Now, 
over thirty years after these events, Nadia continues the cry of outrage through the words and actions of iconic 
terrorist Ulrike Meinhof.
